+ Georgia is a "medical cannabis" low-THC ol patient registry state, which means there is a lawful pathway for
patients registered with the Georgia Department of Public Health, after certifying with a doctor or physician,
to purchase and possess 20 ounces or less of low-THC oil (5% o less THC).

+ Georgia's HB 1 passed years ago... and the registry cards have been out for the last 7 years. But starting
today, some 30,000 Georgians with a valid Low THC Card can now go shopping for low THC products in GA

+ Only 2 stores are selling at this time... one store in Marietta and one in Macon.  Here's their website and a
few of their products are posted below (all below 5%).

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Updated ACIP Recommendations: Pre-Exposure
Prophylaxis (PrEP) for Human Rabies

« Summary of changes:

* Minimum acceptable rabies antibody titer was changed to 0.5
1U/mL

* Redefined risk categories

« 2-dose (days 0 and 7) intramuscular rabies vaccination series
replaced the 3-dose schedule.

« Regular titer checks OR one-time titer or booster to ensure
long-term immunogenicity (depending on your risk category).

* The updates are as efficacious as previous recommendations from
2008. May facilitate improved adherence to vaccination
recommendations and more cost effective.

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Summary: Updated Rabies PrEP Recommendations

» While protocols may be streamlined based on risk category, they are a little
more challenging/confusing when it comes to making decisions about
deviations

« For this reason, DPH is prepared to field most PrEP questions

« Some organizations may prefer to defer to the previous more conservative
recommendations

» UGA Veterinary School decided to adhere to previous guidelines

« As requested, DPH will work through options with organizations to
facilitate best practices
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Situations that frequently require GPC
management involvement

* GPC management should be looped in for the following situations:
« International bite/PEP administration
« Errors in PEP administration
« Deviations from PEP schedule
* Questions about PrEP that are not straightforward
« Situations that have gone "off the rails"

« Ex: Caller received incorrect info from another facility (such as the
vet's office), causing a lot of confusion

« Suspect human rabies
